Queensland State Archives Family History 
Resources at Cairns City Library 
 
Cairns City Library holds the three historical 
resources kits produced by the Queensland 
State Archives on microfilm. The kits are: 
 
1. Immigration  

· Passenger and crew lists 1848 - 1915  
· A register of immigrant ships arriving at 

Queensland ports 1848 - 1923  
These records report the arrival in Queensland 
of many of the immigrants who travelled 
directly from ports in the United Kingdom, 
Ireland and the European Continent. The 
records include scanned images of the actual 
passenger shipping manifests. 
 
2. Queensland State electoral rolls from 
1860 to 1900.  
The electoral rolls include the name, address 
and occupation of the person enrolled.  
 
3. Naturalisations  
These records include:  

· Oaths of allegiance sworn to by aliens 
being naturalized, 1858 - 1904  

· Certificates of naturalisation and 
associated papers, 1860 - 1902  

· Registers of aliens to whom oaths of 
allegiance administered, 1858 - 1862; 
1876 - 1903  

· Applications and correspondence re 
naturalisation, 1851 - 1856; 1860 - 
1861; and 1897 - 1905  

· A card index to naturalisations, 
arranged alphabetically by name of 
alien  
 

Microfiche and microfilm reader/printers are 
available. It is advisable to phone and make a 
booking to use the equipment.
